Broken Hill Legacy would like to thank 
Earnest Frederick Allen’s family for allowing us to honour him 
on this year’s Gin Label. Broken Hill Distillery conducts this 
yearly fundraiser to support our veterans’ families. Each year 
$10,000 is raised through sales of 200 bottles of Remembrance 
Gin and this money goes directly to Legacy Broken Hill.

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Initially when the then Adelaide Legacy began 
operations in February 1928, it met weekly over lunch 
time at Balfour’s Café in King Willam Street, Adelaide. 
Families of deceased veterans were identified, and 
tasks were allocated to individual Legatees with a 
requirement to report back the next week or soon 
after. It was all managed by the Club executive and 
committee.

However, the need for a more efficient management 
method was soon recognised. Over the years 
partly autonomous committees of Legatees were 
formed to manage the various functions. Early 
examples were Comradeship, Entertainment and 
Employment committees as well as a Policy, Rules 
and Programme Committee.

With the impact of the Great Depression soon 
beginning to be felt, the task of assisting Legacy Wards 
and widows to find jobs became an increasingly 
challenging task1 for the Employment Committee. 

The scale of the task eventually resulted in the decision 
to employ secretarial assistance. Mrs Doris Bannigan, 
the widow of a Legatee, was employed as the Records

Officer on a salary of 100 pounds a year. However, she was apparently told that if the club hadn’t enough 
money to get through the year, she would have to give it back!

The Club through courtesy of the SA Railways, had – for a nominal rental – been given access to some 
rooms adjacent to the Adelaide Railway Station and known as ‘Tin town’ as they were corrugated iron 
buildings. Mrs Bannigan had an office there. During hot summer days it was a challenging place to work. 
Interestingly not all Legatees supported the employment of a Record Officer, particularly a woman! 

After she had been working for some time, she later recalled ‘how a Legatee who had often voiced his 
concern, appeared in her office at ‘Tin Town’ one afternoon and sat there listening in as she answered 
the phone and chatted to various youngsters about employment as well as taking notes of a new Legacy 
family’. When he left, he said, ‘I was wrong but if it had been anyone but you, I would have been right’. He 
then went off to make his peace with the Board of Management with whom he had argued fiercely about 
the need for outside help2.

The fifth Annual Report of the Club 1933-34 noted that ‘during the year the Board had agreed to the 
recommendation of the Employment Committee to the appointment of a permanent Records Officer… 
this move has been an outstanding success’. The Chairman of the Employment Committee reported 
enthusiastically on Mrs Bannigan’s work and the success of the new position, noting that during the year 
414 employment vacancies had been filled compared with 237 the previous year.

Interestingly, in the year Mrs Bannigan was appointed the Employment Committee expenses were 117 
pounds, 8 shillings and 8 pence out of a total Club expenditure of 1,142 pounds, 15 shillings and 11 pence, 
with some 584 pounds in the bank!

Mrs Bannigan served Legacy for 13 years until she retired in 1946. On her departure from Legacy, the 
President presented her with an illuminated address and a refrigerator from members as a ‘tangible token 
of their regard and of a wonderful job done’3.

For her outstanding work during the Depression, which as well as handling employment and records had 
included family problems, education, housing and vocational guidance, Mrs Doris Bannigan was appointed 
a Member of the British Empire (MBE). 

By the end of WWII, the volume of Legacy Club work was such that the volunteer Legatees could not cope 
and in March 1946 a paid Secretary was appointed. Legatee Hartley Williams was appointed Employment 
Officer and Office Administrator. As a paid staff member, he was requested to resign from the Club for 
that reason. He remained Administrator until his death in 1954. The ‘first’ Welfare Officer was Mrs Mage 
Suggs who also joined Legacy in 1946 although towards the end of her tenure Mrs Dorris Bannigan had 
effectively been a Welfare Officer.

Legacy staff numbers reached a peak when the Club occupied the large Waymouth Street Legacy House 
in the 1960s and also operated several hostels for Legacy Wards. In 1991, when the Club moved to the 
new purpose-built but much smaller Legacy House in Franklin Street, it proved possible to reduce staff 
numbers particularly as a full kitchen staff was no longer required as the volunteer ladies of the Legatees 
Wives and Widows Auxiliary took over the catering role.

Home fire safety fact sheet

Australian Standard 1851–2012 details a servicing regime for smoke alarms in domestic dwellings. 

The SA Metropolitan Fire Service (MFS) has used AS 1851-2012 to develop the schedule overleaf to 
record smoke alarm maintenance. Keep a copy of the completed schedule for future reference.

NB Whilst the Standard sets the minimum requirements for smoke alarm maintenance the MFS 
 recommends that you test and clean your smoke alarms more frequently. 

The MFS recommends testing them every month and cleaning them at least every six months.

Method
1.	 Heat a non-stick frying pan over medium heat. Add the chickpeas and Moroccan 

seasoning and cook, stirring, for 2 mins or until lightly browned.
2.	 Add tomatoes and 1/2 cup (125ml) water to pan. Bring to the boil. Reduce heat to 

medium and simmer, uncovered, for 3 mins or until sauce thickens slightly. Remove from 
heat. Season.

3.	 Meanwhile, place couscous in a large heatproof bowl. Stir in 1 cup (250ml) boiling water. 
Cover with foil. Set aside for 5 mins. Use a fork to separate the grains. Season. Serve with 
the chickpea mixture and spinach.

2 tbsp Moroccan seasoning
